Welcome to Term 2, Week 2 everyone! I hope the change of school
hours has not been too challenging. It’s wonderful to see students
ready to learn at 9.00oam and hopefully you are enjoying the extra time
together in the afternoons.

NAPLAN

The school will be conducting the National Assessment Program for
Literacy and Numeracy (NAPLAN) commencing next week. Students in
Year 3 and 5 will be completing the tests online. The students have
already completed a NAPLAN Online Practice test in March. Students
from Year 3 and 5 will sit these tests in the mornings beginning
Tuesday 10 May and concluding on Friday 24 May. Catch up sessions
will be available during this test window. The school receives a lot of
important diagnostic data which we as a team analyse to celebrate our
successes and improve on any weaknesses.

Although these tests are important for the school as well as students
and parents, it is vital that we do not place any additional pressure on
the students to perform well. For the Year 3 students, it will be their
first formal test in closely moderated conditions and this can be
uncomfortable for some students. It is also important to remember
that this assessment is only a snap-shot and that the school conducts
regular on-going assessments and observations that can paint a true
picture of your child unlike the formal pen and paper tests. The
product of our school-based assessments is our Semester 1 reports
which will be issued later this term.

The school’s advice is to reassure your child, ensure they get a good
night sleep and they eat well in the morning before the assessments.

ANZAC DAY CEREMONY

Each year, we hold a special ANZAC Day Ceremony. We take pride in
this ceremony, showing our respect to the past and present ANZACs.

Last week the ceremony was extra special, as it was the first formal
assembly conducted since the COVID outbreak. It was especially
warming to see the the CWPS community come together to
commemorate ANZAC Day.

Thank you to the Mr Macfarlane and the student leaders who played a
major role in preparing and running the event. Thank you also for Mr
Wallace and the band for beautifully playing the National Anthem and
a special thank you to our special guest, Leading Seaman Katrina
Bougiouras who shared her speech to the school community.
